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Three Sections of a Unit Plan

Activating/ Building the Background 

This section introduces students to overarching concepts, content, and driving questions of the unit. It creates learning experiences that help students draw on previous knowledge and also establish a new knowledge base of concepts and content.

Deepening the Understanding

This section requires student thinking and involvement. Students should look for patterns, trends, and relationships.  They should examine concepts, events, or issues from different perspectives.  Students are encouraged to explore a topic more deeply. 

Applying the Learning

This section allows students to demonstrate their understanding of their new knowledge. The culminating activity stretches student thinking, has multiple steps, and draws on a variety of skills. It should be stimulating and confront real world task and issues that promotes equity, justice, and social action.
