	STAGE 3- Learning Plan

	Materials/Set Up:

· Desks set up roughly in shape of Philippine Islands

· Role cards

· Vocabulary cards

· Creation myths from each region
Learning Activities:

Activity Directions for (including opportunities to talk)

1. Debrief the myths/legends assigned for homework focusing on how the legends were changed from gender neutral to male dominated.

2. Students are assigned to different regions based on language needs
3. Key vocabulary is frontloaded

4. Each student chooses/assigned to a job (Recorder, Discussion Director, Presenter, Question Raiser, Group Manager) 
5. Participants take turns reading aloud 1 time through
6. Using context clues and information from frontloading vocab, group determines meaning of key vocabulary
7. After reading the group completes the myth matrix organizer and creates a generalization

8. Each group will present their story to the whole class (reader’s theater)

9. Class will compare/contrast the groups’ generalizations to come up w/ a “wisdom” about purpose of creation myths in oral traditions

Homework:

Go home and ask parents about creation myths/stories they learned as a child.  If they don’t know any conduct a family research project to find at least one from the region they came from
