“How can a teacher address the idea of “revolution” to younger children
1. As a class-brainstorm problems students encounter in their lives; what kinds of solutions do they come up with?

2. Front load the vocabulary “conciousness”, “propaganda”, “armed struggle”,  “revolution” – for really young students adjust vocab to “problem”, “communication”, “action”, “solution”

3. Introduce the formula/equation:  c + p + a = revolution (or p + c + a = solution)

4. Teacher reads the story aloud 1 time to the whole class

5. Small groups get 1 copy of the story and the organizer

6. In cooperative (jobs/roles) groups students complete the organizer, each group presents to whole class
